Living in a homestay is a great way to practise your English and experience the English way
of life. Most hosts live in the residential areas of the city and you take a short bus ride to the
school. The bus stops outside Olivet. All hosts are carefully selected, visited and monitored
by us, most of them are christians. You have your own study/bedroom and you can have,
meals with the family or buy and cook your own food (self-catering).

the school. You share the house with
other Olivet Students.
