What happens if | don’t get my visa?

If your visa is refused it is often because
of a technicality and you can re-apply.

Do | have to start my course on a
specific day?

Students can join most courses on
any Monday as we run courses all year
(except for the Christmas holidays).

What happens on my first day at
school?
